In the prologue (introduction) of the game, you should consider having an extra sound effect, typing, dot matrix printing or heartbeat (this one, starting at an appropriate point) for additional dramatic effect
Definitely like the changing background image as the stream of conscience the narrator is revealed. Considering revealing parts of the narration more gradually for more dramatic effect (instead of revealing a whole text box, instead reveal a sentence at a time of said text; some might hate having to press ENTER to advance, but since your text is revealed pretty quickly, most shouldn’t mind!).
